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SKIN 
EPIDERMIS- outer most surface = st squamous epithelium; cells are called




keratinocytes

St Corneum (if keratinized) - outermost if present

St Lucideum (if keratinized but not always present) - very pale layer found 




in thick epidermis only

St Granulosum- dark staining granules inside flatten cells with nucleus 

St Spinoza = spiney in appearance due to desmosomes, 





         (langerhans cells = pale cells can be found here)

St Basale or Germinativum = innermost layer of keratocytes found adjacent 



to CT of dermis; dark staining granules on top of nucleus = 




melanin; these cells give rise to epithelium; 



(melanocytes = pale cells, secrete melanin)

Hemidesmosomes= at base of keratocytes cells

Ridges = finger prints
